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UNIVERSAL WASTE HANDLING: 

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS FOR BUSINESSES WHO GENERATE UNIVERSAL WASTE ONSITE

1. DO NOT DISPOSE OF ANY UNIVERSAL WASTES INTO THE TRASH.  As a business, you are required to recycle any Universal Wastes generated onsite.  Attached is a list of local collectors and recyclers.

2. You may opt to have a company pick up your Universal Waste or you may self transport your Universal Waste to a collector or recycler of Universal Waste.  **Make sure you ALWAYS get a receipt and keep those receipts as records onsite for three years.

3. You may accumulate Universal Wastes onsite for up to one calendar year prior to recycling.

4. While onsite, your Universal Wastes must be in a container that can hold the contents and be closed.  That can be any container that can hold the Universal Waste and protect it from breakage or leaking; a cardboard box for light tubes, a coffee can with lid for alkaline batteries, a drum for non-empty aerosol cans, or a pallet with CRTs that is shrink wrapped may be used for example.  You may not intentionally break any Universal Wastes.

5. Each container with Universal Waste must be labeled (or marked on) with the type of Universal Waste, date of accumulation and the name of the generator.
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Examples:
· Universal Waste ___Light Tubes________
· Accumulation Start: _02/10/2006_______
· Joe’s Business
Or

· Used ___Alkaline Batteries______  ______
· Accumulation Start: __Nov. 29, 2005___
· Frank’s Paint
6. Keep all of your Universal Waste disposal receipts for three years.  You are required to have them upon request for inspection.  You may also keep a log detailing UW shipments.

7. Immediately respond to any breakage or releases of Universal Wastes.  Call the CUPA if you are not sure how to respond.

8. Train all employees on proper Universal Waste handling requirements.

9. Notify the CUPA if you plan to puncture non-empty aerosol cans before you start the practice. 

10. Notify DTSC if you intend to treat any Universal Waste onsite.

11.  Notify the CUPA four weeks prior to any planned foreign export of universal wastes:
